Scholarship Mission Statement:
The Lebanon Regional Parent & Alumni Association, through this scholarship program supports Vo-Ag students who would like to pursue a formal education based on the skills they have developed as a member of the FFA.  The FFA program introduces the foundation for premier leadership skills, personal growth and career success, which along with a formal education, prepares students for success in their chosen profession.
Am I eligible to apply for the Scholarship?

All scholarship applicants are required to:

· Be a Current FFA Member - Meeting the Chapter’s Requirements For Participation.
· Be a Full-time High School Senior in Good Standing.
· Plan to enroll as a full-time student at a two – four year accredited school. 
· Provide a two page doubled spaced, typed essay (if hand written, application will be disqualified) that outlines what your course of study/major will be and why you feel you should be considered for the Lebanon Regional Parent and Alumni Association Scholarship.  Be sure to include any leadership skills, public speaking skills or people skills that you have developed that have helped you to become a more rounded individual. What is the deadline to apply?
The application must be submitted to the guidance department no later than May 15, 2014. 

How are scholarships determined?

· FFA Parent & Alumni Scholarship Committee will set-up eligibility requirements for students.

· FFA Parent & Alumni Scholarship Committee will announce the scholarship availability to students.

· FFA Parent & Alumni Scholarship Committee will set a deadline date for submitting scholarship form.

· FFA Parent & Alumni Scholarship Committee will set a date for the Scholarship Committee to review scholarship forms submitted.

· The applications will be reviewed by the FFA Parent & Alumni Scholarship Committee.

· FFA Parent & Alumni Association will determine the scholarship(s) amount. 

· The FFA Parent & Alumni Scholarship Committee will compile a list of qualified applicants and recommend to the FFA Parent & Alumni Association the total number of scholarships to be awarded.

· FFA Parent & Alumni Scholarship winner(s) will be put in writing by the FFA Parent & Alumni Scholarship Committee.

· The FFA Parent & Alumni Scholarship Committee will consist of active FFA Parent & Alumni members (3-5 person committee).
· Parents of high school seniors applying for the scholarship will not be eligible to participate on the selection committee. 
Notification of Scholarship
The scholarship(s) will be awarded on the night of graduation.

Note:  The dollar amount of the scholarship(s) is up to the discretion of the FFA Parent and Alumni Association.
